Potential Effects:Eyes: May cause mechanical irritation. Used in solution or ointment as a topical antiseptic
Skin: May cause irritation.  Use in solution or ointment as a topical anti-infective. May be a route of absorption by the body.
Ingestion: Large does may result in silver poisoning which may show symptoms of gastroenteritis vertigo, spasms, and skin discoloration. Inhalation: May cause irritation.Chronic: Prolonged or repeated inhalation, application or ingestion of silver compounds may cause a permanent bluish discoloration.
4. FIRST AID: Inhalation: Remove to fresh air.  Get medical attention for any breathing difficulty.

Ingestion: If swallowed, do not induce vomiting.  Drink plentiful amount of water. In case of feeling unwell contact a physician to treat symptomatically.

Skin Exposure: In case of contact, remove & launder before use. After contact eliminate the material and wash with plentiful amounts of water. Get medical attention if irritation occurs.
Eye Exposure: In case of contact, flush eyes with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes.  Call a 
physician if irritation develops.
